NEW FULL-TIME VENDORS:
NEW VENDORS SEEKING FULL-TIME STATUS MAY APPLY AT ANY TIME. NEW VENDORS ARE ENTITLED TO THE JANUARY 15 PRE-PAYMENT RATE PROVIDING THEY  HAVE PAID 100% OF FEES BY APRIL 15. NEW VENDORS APPLYING FOR FULL-TIME PLEASE SEND YOUR CHEQUE FOR THE FULL AMOUNT WITH YOUR APPLICATION AND PHOTOS. ALTERNATIVELY, YOU MAY SEND 1 CHEQUE FOR 50% OF THE FULL AMOUNT AND 1 CHEQUE POSTDATED APRIL 15 FOR THE REMAINDER. 
Therefore, the cost for the season for a prepaid full-time vendor, using one 10' x 10' space, is $210.00 (Annual membership fee of $15 + stall fee of $145.00 {$14.50 per day} + Seguin fee of $50.00 {$5.00 per day}
If you need additional  10' x 10' spaces, the extra cost is $14.50 per space per market day. (The Seguin Township fee of $5 applies every market day to each vendor, not to each space.)

Rosseau Market Rules and Regulations

     Please list all products that you wish to sell at the Rosseau Farmers’ Market on the back of page 1 or on another sheet. Please note that, upon review by the directors, these will be the only things you will be allowed to sell.

    If you are selling processed food, you must have the necessary certificates, as required by the Department of Public Health. It will be your responsibility to show your certification to the market manager on or before your first day of attendance. This must be done before you can sell anything.

    If you are a new vendor to the Rosseau Farmers’ Market, or if you are a returning vendor introducing a new product, please provide photographs of your products. Your application will not be considered unless you include these photographs. Rosseau Market will keep the photos. 

    All vendors are expected to volunteer a small amount of time to help keep the market running smoothly. The market manager will let you know what needs to be done.

    All vendors must arrive between 7:00 a.m. and 8:30 a.m. for market day set-up. The parking lot will close at 8:30. Vendors must park in the designated gravel parking lot by 8:30. Only customers may park on the road. Vehicles must be removed from the vending area by 8:30 a.m. No vendor’s vehicle may be driven in the market area while the Market is in operation. Vendors shall be ready for sales at 9:00 a.m. Vendors are required to leave all products and tables completely set up until 2:00 p.m., which is the closing time. You may begin to dismantle at 2:00 p.m.
You will receive your welcome letter, name badge, and parking permit

Hold Harmless Agreement
Dear Member:  Whereas: The Rosseau Farmers’ Market is a non-profit co-operative, owned and operated by its members; and whereas: the Board of Directors of the Co-operative, in service to the membership, and after consulting with the membership, and finding general agreement that as vendors/owners, a ‘hold harmless agreement’ is important to us to protect the Market [which is you], the Board [ which is composed of members that you have elected and who work in a volunteer capacity to serve the Market ], and

whereas: The object of the agreement is to ensure that members/owners and guest vendors recognize that they are responsible for any activities involving their sites, including—but not limited to—any equipment, display material, products, and staffing, from the time that they enter the market grounds until they leave the market grounds on the day of the Market,

the Board of Directors, on April 1st, 2005, therefore unanimously passed a resolution that all vendors be required to sign a hold harmless agreement to protect the Market.
All vendors (including guest vendors), directors, and people holding positions with or representing the Rosseau Farmers’ Market are required to sign this waiver yearly, even if they have their own private insurance, (which we encourage you to obtain).
Rule #1


All vendor tents, canopies, shades, structures, signs, umbrellas, and accoutrements must be secured. Tents must be securely pegged or weighted down every market day, for the full duration of the Market, regardless of weather. No vendor will be permitted to keep a tent up that is not properly secured.

You further agree to accept sole liability for the consequences, legal or otherwise, of any injury or loss to persons, whether vendors or market visitors; or any injury, damage, or loss to the property of vendors or market visitors; that results from your failure to properly guard and secure your tent, or which results from your failure to guard and secure any other item constituting your setup or display or possessions; and you, therefore, indemnify and hold harmless from all claims the Rosseau Farmers’ Market, its Board of Directors and representatives, and the Township of Seguin and its representatives.
